WORSHIP THEME 

The Feast of Holy Pentecost, celebrated today, is also called “Whitsunday,” or “White 

Sunday.” This is a reference to the white robes of the newly baptized historically worn on 

this day. Yet, the liturgical color for today is red, the color of the Holy Spirit, taken from 

the fire that lit on the heads of the Eleven as the Spirit came. Pentecost is among the 

oldest observances of the Christian Church. As the second greatest Feast of 

Christendom, Whitsunday or Pentecost ranks only behind Easter in the Church's “Year of 

Grace.” Pentecost was observed as an Octave, meaning that the Feast took liturgical 

precedence over the subsequent seven days, as early as the 5th century A.D. 

Fifty days after the Passover, God’s Old Testament people Israel would celebrate the 

gathering of the harvest at the Festival of Weeks. At the celebration fifty days after 

Christ’s resurrection, God sent the promised Counselor on the day we call “Pentecost” 

(Greek for “the fiftieth (day)”). This outpouring of the Holy Spirit marked the birthday 

of the New Testament Church and Christians today continue to mark it as they celebrate 

the harvest of souls won by the Son and gathered by the Spirit.  

The color for the day is red to remind us of the tongues of fire that marked the 

Spirit’s gift as well as the blood of the martyrs which served as the seed of the New 

Testament Church. Following the season of Easter, we now celebrate that our risen Lord 

empowers his people to be witnesses of the resurrection for the world.

FIRST LESSON  Ezekiel 37:1-14 

Ezekiel and the dry bones.  

The hand of the LORD was on me, and he brought me out by his Spirit and set me 
down in the middle of the valley; it was full of bones. 2 He led me all around them. There 
were a great many of them on the surface of the valley, and they were very dry. 3 Then he 
said to me, “Son of man, can these bones live?” 

I replied, “Lord GOD, only you know.” 
4 He said to me, “Prophesy concerning these bones and say to them: Dry bones, hear 

the word of the LORD! 5 This is what the Lord GOD says to these bones: I will cause 
breath to enter you, and you will live. 6 I will put tendons on you, make flesh grow on 
you, and cover you with skin. I will put breath in you so that you come to life. Then you 
will know that I am the LORD.” 

7 So I prophesied as I had been commanded. While I was prophesying, there was a 
noise, a rattling sound, and the bones came together, bone to bone. 8 As I looked,

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tendons appeared on them, flesh grew, and skin covered them, but there was no breath 
in them. 9 He said to me, “Prophesy to the breath,[a] prophesy, son of man. Say to it: This 
is what the Lord GOD says: Breath, come from the four winds and breathe into these 
slain so that they may live!” 10 So I prophesied as he commanded me; the breath entered 
them, and they came to life and stood on their feet, a vast army. 

11 Then he said to me, “Son of man, these bones are the whole house of Israel. Look 
how they say, ‘Our bones are dried up, and our hope has perished; we are cut 
off.’ 12 Therefore, prophesy and say to them, ‘This is what the Lord GOD says: I am 
going to open your graves and bring you up from them, my people, and lead you into the 
land of Israel. 13 You will know that I am the LORD, my people, when I open your graves 
and bring you up from them. 14 I will put my Spirit in you, and you will live, and I will 
settle you in your own land. Then you will know that I am the LORD. I have spoken, and 
I will do it. This is the declaration of the LORD.’”

SECOND LESSON  Acts 2:1-21 

Originally Pentecost was a Jewish festival celebrated seven weeks after Passover. On this particular Pentecost, 

however, the Holy Spirit is poured out upon the entire community of believers just as Jesus had promised and 

the scriptures had prophesied. Empowered by the Spirit, the entire community bears witness to God’s activity 

in multiple languages. 

 When the day of Pentecost had arrived, they were all together in one 
place. 2 Suddenly a sound like that of a violent rushing wind came from heaven, and it 
filled the whole house where they were staying. 3 They saw tongues like flames of fire 
that separated and rested on each one of them. 4 Then they were all filled with the Holy 
Spirit and began to speak in different tongues,[a] as the Spirit enabled them. 

5 Now there were Jews staying in Jerusalem, devout people from every nation under 
heaven. 6 When this sound occurred, a crowd came together and was confused because 
each one heard them speaking in his own language. 7 They were astounded and amazed, 
saying,[b] “Look, aren’t all these who are speaking Galileans? 8 How is it that each of us 
can hear them in our own native language? 9 Parthians, Medes, Elamites; those who live 
in Mesopotamia, in Judea and Cappadocia, Pontus and Asia, 10 Phrygia and Pamphylia, 
Egypt and the parts of Libya near Cyrene; visitors from Rome (both Jews and 
converts), 11 Cretans and Arabs—we hear them declaring the magnificent acts of God in 
our own tongues.” 12 They were all astounded and perplexed, saying to one another, 
“What does this mean?” 13 But some sneered and said, “They’re drunk on new wine.” 

14 Peter stood up with the Eleven, raised his voice, and proclaimed to them, “Fellow 
Jews and all you residents of Jerusalem, let this be known to you, and pay attention to 
my words. 15 For these people are not drunk, as you suppose, since it’s only nine in the 
morning.[c] 16 On the contrary, this is what was spoken through the prophet Joel: 

17 And it will be in the last days, says God, 
that I will pour out my Spirit on all people;

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then your sons and your daughters will prophesy, 
your young men will see visions, 
and your old men will dream dreams. 
18 I will even pour out my Spirit 
on my servants in those days, both men and women 
and they will prophesy. 
19 I will display wonders in the heaven above 
and signs on the earth below: 
blood and fire and a cloud of smoke. 
20 The sun will be turned to darkness 
and the moon to blood 
before the great and glorious day of the Lord comes. 
21 Then everyone who calls 
on the name of the Lord will be saved.[d] 

 
VERSE OF THE DAY   

Alleluia. Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful people, and kindle in them 
the fire of your love.

THE GOSPEL John 15:26-27, 16:4b-15 

While speaking to his disciples before his death, Jesus refers to the Holy Spirit as “the Helper” and describes 
the difference the Spirit will make in their lives and in the world.  

26 “When the Counselor comes, the one I will send to you from the Father —the 
Spirit of truth who proceeds from the Father—he will testify about me. 27 You also will 
testify, because you have been with me from the beginning. 

 I didn’t tell you these things from the beginning, because I was with you. 5 But now I 
am going away to him who sent me, and not one of you asks me, ‘Where are you 
going?’ 6 Yet, because I have spoken these things to you, sorrow has filled your 
heart. 7 Nevertheless, I am telling you the truth. It is for your benefit that I go away, 
because if I don’t go away the Counselor will not come to you. If I go, I will send him to 
you. 8 When he comes, he will convict the world about sin, righteousness, and 
judgment: 9 About sin, because they do not believe in me; 10 about righteousness, because 
I am going to the Father and you will no longer see me; 11 and about judgment, because 
the ruler of this world has been judged. 

12 “I still have many things to tell you, but you can’t bear them now. 13 When the 
Spirit of truth comes, he will guide you into all the truth. For he will not speak on his 
own, but he will speak whatever he hears. He will also declare to you what is to

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come. 14 He will glorify me, because he will take from what is mine and declare it to 
you. 15 Everything the Father has is mine. This is why I told you that he takes from what 
is mine and will declare it to you.
