Panl wrestles with the question of Israel’s rejection of God. Has God cast Israel aside? No, the teaching of
God's election by grace shows that God’s mercy extends to all.

I ask, then, has God rejected his people? Absolutely not! For I too am an Israelite, a
descendant of Abraham, from the tribe of Benjamin. >God has not rejected his people
whom he foreknew.

¥ Now I am speaking to you Gentiles. Insofar as I am an apostle to the Gentiles, I
magnify my ministry, "*if I might somehow make my own people jealous and save
some of them. ® For if their rejection brings reconciliation to the world, what will their
acceptance mean but life from the dead?

®Regarding the gospel, they are enemies for your advantage, but regarding election,
they are loved because of the patriarchs,  since God’s gracious gifts and calling are
irrevocable.” * As you once disobeyed God but now have received mercy through their
disobedience, *' so they too have now disobeyed, resulting in mercy to you, so that they
also may now! receive mercy. * For God has imprisoned all in disobedience so that he

may have mercy on all.
